New Look for Airport Entrances and Roadways

In mid 2005 and nearing completion

at this time is a project to enhance
the entrance marquees and improve
the landscape plantings and features
along the roadways of the San
Antonio International Airport. One
of this project’s design goals was to
create a landscaping plan that gave
airport commuters and the visiting
public a “unique airport entrance
experience” reflecting the flora and
color of San Antonio. The new
entrances’ curved monument walls,
made of local limestone, tarnished
metal & punched aluminum, desig-
nate the airport’s roadway entrances
and tie them to the roadway signage
and the terminals’ interior finishes.

A second goal was to include native plants and trees that would be
drought tolerant and low maintenance. New controlled irrigation and
ground mulch planting areas will allow for minimal and efficient
watering. The new landscape planting areas were placed in berms
parallel to the entrance drives to block and minimize the view of side

parking lot areas.

TXDOT Starts Hwy 281/Loop 410 Interchange

oadways through the San Antonio International Airport have long been used by

drivers to negotiate from Loop 410 to US Highway 281 and vice versa. The lack
of a direct connection between these two major highway systems causes traffic to
back up on Airport Blvd. and South Terminal Drive. Mixed in with the resulting
traffic congestion are airport patrons wanting to come to the airport terminals and
parking facilities.
Breaking ground July 6, 2005, TXDOT began construction on the Loop 410 / US 281
Interchange Project. The primary objective is to relieve traffic congestion along
Loop 410 / US 281 by creating a direct interchange between these two facilities. The
goals for the project include:

* Providing more reliable transportation facilities by decreasing congestion
and travel times.

* Improving interregional connections to existing and proposed roadways.

* Enhancing travel and accessibility to major employment areas and activity
centers within San Antonio.

Although the Project was originally scheduled to be built in five separate phases
totaling ten years, new legislative financing tools have allowed these phases to be
combined into one mega project. Williams Brothers Construction bid to complete the
job in 933 working days (approximately 3 years ending in the summer of 2008) and
is working 24 hours a day, 7 days a week to do so.

The new palm trees along the roadways and flowing annual flower-
ing beds make for a festive and vivid impression to San Antonio’s
residents and visitors. The distinctly designed and ornate street poles
will illuminate the entrance roadways at night and spotlight a new
water feature with adjoining art space along the curved entrance

UPS
recently relocated to new expanded apron facilities at the East Air
Cargo Facility and constructed a new 4,500 square foot facility to
house its staff. A 20-year lease was executed and approved by City
Council in October 2005.

UPS is the world’s 9th largest airline with over 2,000 flights a day and
operates in more than 200 countries and territories around the world.
They currently operate Boeing 757s and Airbus 300 aircraft with five
flights a day into San Antonio.
