Strategic Historic Preservation Plan (2009)

Goals and objectives related to City Zoning:

e Revise and consolidate related rules and regulations
within the UDC

* Create standard design guidelines to facilitate OHP and
HDRC review of public and private development
initiatives and activities

* Ensure zoning in neighborhoods and commercial districts
promotes the preservation of and reuse of historic
resources

* Consider form-based zoning within and nearby local
historic districts




What tools does the OHP use to

review historic properties today?

Secretary of the Interior’s Standards for Rehabilitation
Example Standards:

— The historic character of a property will be retained and
preserved. The removal of distinctive materials or
alteration of features, spaces, and spatial relationships
that characterize a property will be avoided.

— New additions and adjacent or related new construction
will be undertaken in a such a manner that, if removed
in the future, the essential form and integrity of the
historic property and its environment would be
unimpaired.
