Ivy R. Taylor was elected mayor of San Antonio on June 13, 2015. Prior to her election, she was appointed Mayor by her City Council colleagues in July 2014, making her the first African American female mayor of a city with more than one million people and the second female mayor of San Antonio.  Before becoming mayor, she served on City Council for five years.

[bookmark: _GoBack]Mayor Taylor is focused on making San Antonio a globally competitive city where all residents are connected to opportunities for prosperity. Working with City Council, she helped achieve unanimous approval for the Vista Ridge Pipeline project, which will ensure water supply for the city. After a two-year stalemate, the mayor helped facilitate a mediated agreement between the city and the police union. She assisted in contract negotiations to make transportation network companies operational in the city, achieved functional zero in the initiative to End Veterans Homelessness, established My Brother’s Keeper San Antonio to improve the lives of young men and much more.

As mayor, she sits on the boards of the San Antonio Water System and CPS Energy.  Mayor Taylor has also served on several other boards, including the San Antonio Education Partnership and Big Brother Big Sisters.

Mayor Taylor began her career working for the city’s Housing and Community Development Department and Neighborhood Action Department, where she bolstered inner-city redevelopment. As vice president at Merced Housing Texas, she implemented programs to improve conditions for residents. For six years, Mayor Taylor also lectured at UTSA’s Public Administration Department.

Mayor Taylor obtained a Master's Degree in City and Regional Planning from the University of North Carolina at Chapel Hill in 1998. In 1992, she earned a Bachelor's Degree from Yale University. 

Mayor Taylor is a devoted wife to her husband Rodney and a mother to Morgan.
