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Update: Continuation of Temporary Order Limitations for Pentacel® Vaccine

The purpose of this memo is to update VFC provider offices on the progress of Sanofi Pasteur's DTaP-IPV &
Hib combination vaccine, Pentacel® supply delay originally reported in the April 2012 Memo. Sanofi Pasteur
informed the Centers for Disease Control and Prevention (CDC) that the supply delay of Pentacel® will
continue longer than originally anticipated in order to complete process improvements. The delay could likely
continue into the first quarter of 2013. As mentioned previously, this is solely a manufacturing delay issue
and not a safety or quality issue. CDC has not currently set allocations for Daptacel® vaccine, since Sanofi
Pasteur will continue its private order restrictions for that product. ActHIB® and IPOL® remain in ample

supply.

Until the supply issues are resolved, provider orders will continue to be processed in the same manner since
the April 2012 memo, with provider orders being filled using the limited Pentacel® allocations, as well as
single antigen DTaP, Hib, and IPV vaccines. No child should go unvaccinated due to Pentacel® vaccine
supply delays. Complement vaccine supplies in other presentations will be available and should be used to
avoid missed opportunities to vaccinate.

The chart below provides an example of how you can interchange vaccine products to ensure clients are up-
to-date with their required immunization series. Any use of the Pentacel combined with the single antigen
products should be based on your actual allocations for this delay period:
