Definitions.

Graffiti shall mean any unauthorized
inscription, word, letter, figure,
symbol or design visible from a
public place, public right-of-way
or another person’s property that
is marked, etched, scratched,
drawn, painted or made in any
manner on any surface of tangible
property regardless of its content
or nature of the material of the

structural component or property.
