I respectfully ask for your concurrence in directing the Department of Development Services
to study the issue of On Premises Digital Signs. Utilizing the standards set for Off Premise
signs should also apply to On Premises Digital Signs, specifically with regards to brightness,
noise, other distracting characteristics, and light pollution. Because there are no existing
guidelines specifically addressing digital on premise signs staff needs to study this issue and
provide recommendation for council consideration.

In order to address the changes in sign technology, it is necessary to insure that the city’s
development codes address the emerging issue regarding On Premises Digital Signs. To date
the Unified Development Code does not address on premises digital signs that are dietrartinn
or potentially hazardous
