On May 15, 2014, the City of San Antonio (CoSA) will conduct a public hearing to discuss the proposed Extension of Skyplace Boulevard, in San Antonio, Bexar County, Texas.  The project is located in the northern portion of the San Antonio International Airport (Airport) property.  The total project length is approximately 0.3 miles.  The purpose of this project is to provide safe, unflooded access for tenants within this area of the Airport.  At the hearing, CoSA staff will be available to answer questions in an informal open house setting between 6:00 pm and 6:30 pm.  A presentation that includes a discussion of the project status, the proposed design, and the environmental and right-of-way processes will be made at 6:30 pm.  Following the presentation there will be a public comment period during which comments will be recorded.  A written record that will include responses to comments will be prepared after the hearing and made available for public review.  
The proposed road is a two‐way section with 14‐foot lanes and 11‐foot off‐road shoulders, making the full section 50‐feet in width.  This roadway alignment will allow the necessary width for large trailers to make turns within the lane widths.  The 11‐foot shoulder can also provide an emergency off‐road area for break downs and emergency vehicles.  The bulk of the proposed roadway will be constructed on a proposed embankment composed of fill material associated with the San Antonio International Airport.  The embankment varies approximately 1 to 25 feet in depth adjacent to and within a small portion of the Salado Creek Basin.  A 3 to 1 embankment slope is proposed from the top of the roadway to the bottom of the Salado Creek Basin.
A Categorical Exclusion Support Document (CESD) has been prepared that describes the project’s potential impacts to natural environments and also includes schematic drawings and typical sections of the proposed improvements.  The CESD will be displayed at the public hearing.  The CESD is also available for review prior to the hearing at the CoSA Horizontal Projects Division located at 114 W. Commerce, 5th Floor, San Antonio, TX 78205 and at the CoSA Aviation Division located at 457 Sandau Road, San Antonio, TX 78216.
Notice is provided that the proposed action would result in no effects on the base floodplain in accordance with requirements of Executive Order 11988: Floodplain Management and U.S. DOT Order 5650.2: Floodplain Management and Protection.  The details of this encroachment analysis and the pertinent regulatory coordination are contained in the CESD.
Notice is provided that the proposed action would result in impacts to wetlands in accordance with requirements of Executive Order 11990: Protection of Wetlands, U.S. DOT Order 5660.1A: Preservation of the Nation’s Wetlands, Section 404: Clean Water Act (CWA).  Permitting impacts to the wetlands will be conducted in accordance with current CWA Section 404 regulations.
All interested citizens are invited to attend this public hearing.  Persons interested in attending who have special communication or accommodation needs are encouraged to call David McBeth, P.E., at (210) 207-6342 or Steven Southers, at (210) 207-3402 at least one week prior to the hearing so arrangements can be made.  The public hearing will be conducted in English; however, Spanish and sign language interpreters will be made available at the public hearing upon written request to Mr. McBeth at least one week prior to the date of the hearing.  CoSA will make every reasonable effort to accommodate these needs.
Verbal and written comments regarding the proposed project are requested.  Comments may be presented either at the hearing or in writing after the hearing.  Comments must be received within 10 days following the public hearing (on or before May 27), in order to be included in the public hearing record.  Written comments may be submitted to David McBeth, P.E., CoSA Transportation and Capital Improvements or Steven Southers P.E., CoSA Aviation, no later than 5:00PM on May 13, 2014, to be addressed at the hearing.
