New non-stop service from Philadelphia to San Antonio 

SAN ANTONIO TX,- May 8, 2012—US Airways  announced today it will launch new daily, 

nonstop service from San Antonio International Airport to the airline's international gateway, 

Philadelphia International Airport.  San Antonio customers will now have access to destinations 

throughout the East Coast, Canada, Europe and the Middle East when the new flights begin on 

September 5, 2012. 

This announcement marks the third city US Airways serves from San Antonio. The other two 

cities include multiple daily non-stop flights to both their Charlotte and     Phoenix hubs.
